a. The legal description of all affected par-
cels or lots;

b. The Auditor’s file number and record-
ing location of the original short or long plat;

c. Acknowledgements and signature lines
for the owners, lienholders, and encumbrancers of
each affected parcel;

d. An Auditor’s certificate, preferably in
the lower right-hand corner;

e. A “City of Everson Approval” provid-
ing a signature line for the Mayor of Everson to
certify the City’s approval of the lot size and design
effected by the boundary line adjustment; and

f. Any other matter required by State law
or regulation in order to be a recordable instrument.

D. Those boundary line adjustments affecting
lot lines of surveyed short plats and long plats
recorded after January 1, 1980, shall be based on an
actual land survey. [Ord. 675 § 1, 2008.]

18.30.080 Approval procedure.

A. All boundary line adjustments shall be sub-
mitted to the Administrator for review and
approval. Approval, with or without specified
alterations, or disapproval shall be issued by the
Administrator within 30 days of the date of issu-
ance of a determination of completeness under
EMC 16.01.090 unless the applicant consents to a
time extension.

B. A boundary line adjustment
approved only if:

1. It meets the requirements of RCW
58.17.060(6) as presently adopted or hereinafter
amended;

2. It does not create a nonconformity with
the lot size or lot design standards of EMC Title 18
or 19;

3. It does not create a setback or other viola-
tion of EMC Title 19; and

4. It does not affect a public or private street
or alley.

C. A boundary line adjustment may affect the
boundary line of an existing legal nonconforming
parcel; provided, the nonconformity of either par-
cel is not thereby expanded in nature or extent, or
the conformity of a donor parcel is reasonably sac-
rificed to abate the nonconformity of the donee
parcel.

18.30.090 Recording.

A. Boundary line adjustments are not effective
until:

1. The boundary line adjustment application
is approved by the City;

2. The instrument(s) of conveyance is
recorded with the Whatcom County Auditor; and

3. The Mylar map, if required, is recorded
with the Whatcom County Auditor.

B. Recording shall be at the applicant’s
expense.

C. The applicant shall provide the City with a
duplicate original of all instrument(s) of convey-
ance and all Mylar maps within 10 days of record-
ing with the Whatcom County Auditor. [Ord. 675
§ 1, 2008.]

19.04.010 Comprehensive land use plan -

Purpose — Nature.

A. The City of Everson Comprehensive Plan is
the document, prepared by the Everson Planning
Agency and adopted by the City Council, contain-
ing text and map(s) setting forth goals and policies
to guide decisions about the future orderly devel-
opment of the City, which are designed to enhance
the physical, social, cultural and economic well-
being of its population. “Comprehensive” means
that the plan encompasses all geographical parts of
the City and all functional elements such as land
use, circulation and community facilities, and their
relationship to one another, the environment, and
the urban community.

B. The adopted City of Everson Comprehen-
sive Plan is intended to guide and give direction to
City-wide development over a relatively long
period of time. Public improvements and private
developments are to conform specifically to the
comprehensive plan policies and generally to the
map, and shall be aimed toward achievement of the
plan’s stated goals.

C. The map portion of the plan is purposely
general in nature. Because economic forces and
development opportunities are unpredictable and
because there can be several different develop-
ments or ways to achieve the same long range goal,
it is neither feasible nor logical for the comprehen-
sive plan to be delineated in precise boundaries and
development. Precise delineation and development
detail is possible where specific design plans for a
neighborhood or large area are undertaken within
the policies and framework of the comprehensive
plan, or where zoning or subdivisions are being

applied to specific land. Unless a map boundary of
a land use designation or map location of a facility,
such as a proposed arterial or park, is declared to be
a specific boundary or location, map boundaries or
locations are vicinity indications rather than pre-
cise locations, and are subject to interpretation dur-
ing administration within the parameters and intent
of the plan policies.

D. For the general goals and land use configu-
ration envisioned and depicted in the comprehen-
sive plan to have integrity and effect, the plan must
have a degree of stability over one or more
decades. To retain stability and integrity, the plan
should not be subjected to frequent changes as in
zoning. Nevertheless the plan must be kept up-to-
date to accommodate the changing times. There-
fore, the comprehensive City plan is subject to
amendment by the procedure outlined in this chap-
ter. [Ord. 503 § 1, 1996; Ord. 254 § 1, 1982.]

19.04.020 Comprehensive plan — Adoption.

The City of Everson Comprehensive Plan
adopted by Ordinance 633, 2004, as presently con-
stituted or hereinafter amended, is hereby adopted
as and for the comprehensive land use plan of the
City of Everson. [Ord. 678 § 14, 2008; Ord. 503
§ 2, 1996; Ord. 254 § 2, 1982.]

19.04.030 Relationship to zoning and land use
decision making.

A. The City of Everson Comprehensive Plan,
as a statement of longer range land use goals, is a
guideline to zoning and land use decision making,
both of which are intended to move land use during
the short term toward the spirit and intent of the
long range goals of the comprehensive plan.

B. The zoning code is a City-wide regulation
governing the immediate, specific use of land con-
sistent with the City of Everson Comprehensive
Plan. The comprehensive plan is not a zoning map,
but is the basis for zoning decisions. All rezoning
shall be consistent with the spirit and intent of the
plan goals, policies and map. “Consistency’” means
that zoning shall aim toward achievement of the
plan goals.

C. The City of Everson Comprehensive Plan
shall be considered in making all land use deci-
sions. It shall also be considered by the Adminis-
trator in the promulgation of rules, decisions upon
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request for an interpretation, and the determination
of what constitutes a similar use where authorized.

D. Except as expressed in the prior subsections,
the policies expressed in the City of Everson Com-
prehensive Plan are not regulations in themselves
and may not be the basis for enforcement action.

E. Rezoning petitions shall be reasonably con-
sistent with the City of Everson Comprehensive
Plan. If the proposed rezoning is deemed by the
Administrator not to be consistent, but the appli-
cant is determined to proceed, the Administrator
shall refer the petition to the Everson Planning
Agency for review of the proposal in the next
annual plan review, or if he/she deems the compre-
hensive plan change to be of public urgency, may
bring the proposed comprehensive plan change to
the Everson Planning Agency for its consideration
under any available accelerated procedure. [Ord.
503 § 3, 1996.]

19.04.040 Comprehensive plan — Maintenance
— Amendment.

The City of Everson Comprehensive Plan shall
be maintained up-to-date with basic values of the
citizens of Everson and changing technology and
conditions. The plan text and/or map may be
amended in particular policies and/or map content
at any time upon recommendation of the Everson
Planning Agency and approval by the City Coun-
cil. To avoid too frequent hearings and to enhance
the plan’s stability and integrity, such amendments
are considered at the following times:

A. Every 10 years, coordinated with the avail-
ability of U.S. Census and similar data, the Everson
Planning Agency shall review the appropriateness
of the plan for all parts of the City, and, as war-
ranted, shall recommend to the City Council an
updated, City-wide revision of the comprehensive
plan text and map. Elements of the plan such as
land use, arterials and community facilities may be
individually studied and updated during the 10-
year period in preparation for the overall plan
update.

B. Annually, the Everson Planning Agency
shall review the plan as scheduled by the commis-
sion. The 10-year review may serve as that year’s
annual review.

C. Amendments at times other than the annual
review may be recommended by the Everson Plan-
ning Agency or City Council where such body

feels an urgency to consider a change which it
believes could significantly affect the public wel-
fare and good. [Ord. 503 § 4, 1996.]

19.04.050 Comprehensive plan — Initiation of
amendments.

A. Amendments of the City of Everson Com-
prehensive Plan, or any of its elements, may be
proposed by the City Council, the Everson Plan-
ning Agency, any resident or owner of property in
the City, or any government agency or private
organization serving the people or interests of the
City.

B. Amendments shall be proposed by letter
addressed to the Everson Planning Agency stating
the request and explaining its need, public benefit
and urgency of time, if any. City staff shall assist
the applicant on the format and reasonable content
of the proposed amendment, including any
enlargement of the proposed area of change to bet-
ter fit the terrain, existing development and the
intent of the plan.

C. Amendment proposals received throughout
the year are retained and analyzed by City staff,
and are reported at the annual meeting scheduled
by the Everson Planning Agency for hearing plan
amendments, except that when the Everson Plan-
ning Agency finds that an urgency exists, it may set
such date of review of a proposed amendment as it
deems appropriate.

D. Amendments proposed by any owner, pur-
chaser or developer of property which solely or pri-
marily affect the property owned, to be purchased
or developed by the proponent shall be accompa-
nied by an application fee in the amount set forth in
EMC 3.20.010. [Ord. 597 § 4, 2002; Ord. 503 § 5,
1996.]

19.08.010 Definitions — Interpretation.
Whenever the words or phrases set forth in this
chapter appear in the Everson Zoning Code, they
shall be given the meaning attributed to them by
this chapter. When not inconsistent with the con-
text, words used in the present tense include the
future, the singular includes the plural and the plu-

ral the singular. “Shall” is always mandatory and
“may” indicates a use of discretion in making a
decision; “used” or “occupied” shall be considered
as though followed by the words “or intended,
arranged or designed to be used or occupied.”
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.020 Accessory building or use.

“Accessory building or use” means a subordi-
nate building or use which is incidental to the prin-
cipal use of the main building or the main structure
on the same lot. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.030 Building.

“Building” means any structure used or
intended for supporting or sheltering any use or
occupancy. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.040 Building area.

“Building area” means the total ground cover-
age of a building or structure measured from the
outside of its external walls or supporting members
from a point four inches in from the outside edge of
a cantilevered roof, and including its fireplaces.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.050 Building height.

“Building height” means the elevation of the
building from the average finished grade of the lot.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.060 Clerk.
“Clerk” means the City Clerk for the City of
Everson. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.070 Comprehensive plan.

“Comprehensive plan” means the current Com-
prehensive Land Use Plan of the City of Everson.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.080 Conditional use.

“Conditional use” means a use for which a con-
ditional use permit is required. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.090 Council.
“Council” means the City Council of the City of
Everson. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]
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19.08.100 Coverage.

“Coverage” means the percentage of the area of
a lot which is built upon or used. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.110 Duplex.
“Duplex” means a two-family dwelling. [Ord.
282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.120 Dwelling.

“Dwelling” means a building or a portion
thereof designed exclusively for residential pur-
poses, including single-family, two-family and
multifamily dwellings, but shall not include a
hotel, auto courts, boarding houses or lodging
houses. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.130 Dwelling, multifamily.

“Dwelling, multifamily” means a building or a
portion thereof, designed for occupancy by three or
more families living independently of each other,
and containing three or more dwelling units. [Ord.
282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.140 Dwelling, single-family.

“Dwelling, single-family” means a detached
building other than a mobile home or travel trailer,
designed exclusively for occupancy by one family
and containing one dwelling unit. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.150 Dwelling unit.

“Dwelling unit” means one room, Or rooms con-
nected together, constituting a separate, indepen-
dent housekeeping establishment for owner
occupancy, or rental or lease on weekly, monthly
or longer basis, and physically separated from any
other rooms or dwelling units which may be in the
same structure, and containing independent cook-
ing and sleeping facilities. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.160 Family.

“Family” means one person or two or more per-
sons related by blood or marriage, and/or no more
than five unrelated persons living together as a sin-
gle nonprofit house-keeping unit in a single dwell-
ing. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.170 Loading space.

“Loading space” means an off-street space or
berth on the same lot with a building, for the tem-
porary parking of a commercial vehicle while load-
ing or unloading merchandise or materials, and
which abuts upon a street, alley or other appropri-
ate means of access. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.180 Lot.

“Lot” means a fractional part of subdivided
lands or a tract or a parcel having fixed boundaries.
A lot may consist of a single lot of record, a portion
of a lot of record, a combination of complete lots of
record, a combination of complete lots of record
and portions of lots of record, or a tract or parcel of
land described by metes and bounds. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.190 Lot frontage.

“Lot Frontage.” The front of a lot shall be con-
strued to be the portion nearest the street. For the
purposes of determining yard requirements on cor-
ners of lots and through lots, the owner may select
which street shall be designated as abutting the
front of the lot. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.200 Lot of record.

“Lot of record” means a lot which is part of a
subdivision recorded in the office of the County
Auditor, or a lot or parcel described by metes and
bounds, the description of which has been so
recorded. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.210 Mobile home.

“Mobile home” means a trailer of the type
designed as facilities for human habitation and
which is capable of being moved upon the public
streets and highways and which is more than 32
feet in length or more than eight feet in width. [Ord.
282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.220 Mobile home park.
“Mobile home park” means a lot or area of land
in the same ownership which is occupied or

designed for the occupancy of two or more mobile
homes. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.230 Nonconforming building.
“Nonconforming building” means a building or
structure which does not conform in its construc-
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19.08.370

tion, area, yard requirements or height to the regu-
lations of the zone in which it is located or to the
requirements of the building code of the City of
Everson. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.240 Nonconforming land use.

“Nonconforming land use” means the use of
land which does not conform to the regulations of
the zone in which the use exists. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.250 Nonconforming lot.

“Nonconforming lot” means a lot which does
not meet area or dimensional requirements. [Ord.
282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.260 Permitted use.
“Permitted use” means any use authorized or
permitted alone or in conjunction with another use

in a specified zone and subject to the limitations of
the regulations of such zone. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.270 Person.
“Person” shall include any person or persons,

association, firm, co-partnership and/or corpora-
tion. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.280 Principal building or use.

“Principal building or use” means that structure
or use permitted outright or allowed as a matter of
right within certain zones without public hearing,
special permit or variance; provided, that such use
is in accordance with the requirements of the par-
ticular zone and general conditions stated else-
where in the Everson Zoning Code. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.290 Public use.

“Public use” means those facilities necessary or
appropriate to the operation of municipal govern-
ment or to the provision of municipal services.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.300 Screening.

“Screening” means a continuous fence at least
four feet but not more than six feet in height, pos-
sibly supplemented with landscape planting, a con-
tinuous wall, an evergreen hedge, or a combination
thereof, that would effectively screen the property
which it encloses. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.310 Setback.

“Setback” means the distance between any
building and the nearest lot line. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.320 Structural alteration.

“Structural alteration” means any change in the
supporting members of a building such as founda-
tions, bearing walls, columns, beams, floor or roof
joists, girders or rafters, or changes in the roof or
exterior lines if such changes result in enlargement
of the building or changes or rearrangement of
other structural parts or exit facilities; or moving
the structural parts or building to another location.
The installation or rearrangement of partitions in
business, commercial or similar uses effecting
more than one-half of a single floor area shall be
considered a structural alteration. [Ord. 282 § 3,
1983.]

19.08.330 Structure.

“Structure” means a combination of materials
constructed or erected which has permanent loca-
tion on the ground or is attached to something hav-
ing permanent location on the ground, not to
include paving or surfacing of areas, fences under
six feet in height, walls used as fences under six
feet in height, or screening under six feet in height.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.340 Tract.
“Tract” means a lot, usually several acres in
area. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.350 Travel trailer.

“Travel trailer” means a vehicular, portable
structure built on a chassis designed to be used as a
temporary dwelling for travel and recreational pur-
poses and having a body length not exceeding 32
feet and a body width not exceeding eight feet.
[Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.360 Variance.
“Variance” means a relaxation of the terms of
the Everson Zoning Code. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.08.370 Yard.

“Yard” means an unoccupied space open to the
sky, on the same lot with a building or structure.

19.11.010 Conditional uses — Jurisdiction.

The City Council shall have and exercise origi-
nal jurisdiction in receiving, granting or denying
all requests for conditional use, upon application,
after public hearing, and upon findings by the City
Council that the conditions of the Everson Zoning
Code upon which the conditional use is permitted
have been fulfilled as well as the fulfillment of all
other ordinances with which compliance is
required. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.11.020 Variances — Jurisdiction.

The City Council shall have the power in pass-
ing upon requests for special exceptions to grant
variances in harmony with the general purpose and
intent of the provisions of the Everson Zoning
Code, and such variances may vary from any rules,
regulations, or provisions relating to the use of land
or structures and any construction, structural or
equipment changes, or alteration of structures, so
that the spirit of the Everson Zoning Code will be
observed, public safety secured, and substantial
justice done. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.11.030 Zoning amendments.
The City recognizes that there will be changes in
conditions and policies within the City of Everson

that will from time to time justify changes in the
Official Zoning Map of the City of Everson or in
the text of the Everson Zoning Code. The City
Council may, upon its own motion or upon the
application of any person or persons submitting a
rezoning text amendment proposal, initiate and
enact a rezone or text amendment.

19.11.050 Conditional use — Findings
required.

Before approving applications for a conditional
use permit, the City Council shall ensure that any
specific standards of the use district defining the
conditional use are fulfilled, and shall find ade-
quate evidence showing that the proposed condi-
tional use at the proposed location:

A. Is an enumerated conditional use in the zone
in which the property is located.

B. Will not, with appropriate conditions
imposed, have significant adverse effects on the
environment or on other uses or will mitigate, to
the greatest extent practical, all significant adverse
effects on the environment, as the same or identi-
fied in an environmental impact statement.
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C. Will, with appropriate conditions imposed,
be compatible with the existing use, designs and
appearance of the properties in its vicinity.

D. Will not, with appropriate conditions
imposed, be materially detrimental to the public
welfare or injurious to the property or improve-
ments in the vicinity and zone in which the subject
property is situated. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.11.060 Variances — Findings required.

The City Council shall not vary any of the rules,
regulations, or provisions of the Everson Zoning
Code unless it shall find that all of the following
conditions exist in each case of a request for a vari-
ance:

A. The variance is consistent with the spirit and
intent of the Everson Zoning Code; and

B. The variance, either as applied for or with
appropriate conditions imposed, will not have sig-
nificant adverse effects on the environment or on
other uses, or the variance as applied for or with
appropriate conditions imposed will mitigate to the
greatest extent practicable all significant adverse
effects on the environment as identified in an envi-
ronmental impact statement; and

C. The variance will not constitute a grant of
special privilege inconsistent with the limitation
upon uses of other properties in the vicinity and
zone on which the subject property is situated; and

D. The variance is necessary because of special
circumstances relating to the size, shape, topogra-
phy, location or surroundings of the subject prop-
erty to provide it with use rights and privileges
permitted to other properties in the vicinity and in
the zone in which the subject property is situated;
and

E. The granting of the variance will not be
materially detrimental to the public welfare or inju-
rious to the property or improvements in the vicin-
ity and zone in which the subject property is
situated; and

F. The denial of the variance would result in
unnecessary and undue hardship to the applicant;
and

G. Such a variance would be properly granted
to any applicant upon an identical sharing of the
special circumstances relating to the subject prop-
erty and the property or improvements in the vicin-
ity in which the subject property is situated. [Ord.
282 § 3, 1983.]

19.11.070 Zoning amendment — Findings
required.

Before approving applications for zoning
amendment, the City Council shall ensure and find
the following:

A. The amendment(s) will not have significant
adverse effects on the environment or on other
uses, or the amendment(s) with appropriate modi-

19.39.030 Parking space standards.

Except for compact car spaces each parking
space shall be at least nine feet wide and 19 feet in
length. Twenty-five percent of the total spaces
required may be designated for compact cars only.
Compact car spaces shall be at least eight feet wide
and 16 feet long. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]
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19.39.035 Parking space standards — Covered,
enclosed spaces (garages) for
residential dwellings.

At least one of the parking spaces for each resi-
dential dwelling unit shall be covered and
enclosed, containing a minimum usable concrete
parking area nine feet wide and 19 feet long with a
minimum clear height of six feet, 10 inches, and
capable of being secured against weather and
intruders. Each such garage shall be equipped with
at least one exit other than the vehicle entrance
way. [Ord. 439 § 1, 1992.]

19.39.040 Loading space requirements.

An off-street loading space having access to
public thoroughfare shall be required adjacent to
each business building hereafter erected or
enlarged, if the use of such building entails deliver-
ies or shipments to or from it. Such loading spaces
shall be of adequate size to accommodate the num-
ber and size of vehicles simultaneously loaded or
unloaded in connection with the business con-
ducted therein. The loading space shall be designed
so that no part of the loading vehicle shall extend
into the public thoroughfare when the same is in
use. [Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

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19.41.010 Purpose.

The purpose of this chapter is:

A. To ensure that the City of Everson is a safe
and attractive place in which to live and to do busi-
ness;

B. To enhance and protect property values;

C. To create a more attractive economic and
business climate;

D. To preserve the scenic and natural beauty
and amenities of the City; and

E. To protect the public health, safety and gen-
eral welfare of the citizens of Everson and the sur-
rounding community. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.020 Applicability.

This chapter shall apply to all signs, including
existing and proposed signs, within the City of
Everson. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]
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19.41.030 Definitions.

For the purpose of this chapter, the following
definitions shall apply:

1. “Abandoned sign” means a sign that no
longer correctly identifies, exhorts, or advertises
any person, business, lessor, lessee, owner, prod-
uct, or activity conducted or available on or off the
premises on which such sign is located.

2. “Awning” means a temporary or fixed shel-
ter supported entirely from the exterior wall of a
building without other means of support to the
ground.

3. “Awning sign” means any sign erected on or
against an awning.

4. “Banner, decorative” means an object made
of multi-colored cloth, fabric or similar flexible
material which displays abstract or representa-
tional forms and which is completely devoid of let-
ters, numbers, words or advertising. Streamers
shall not be considered decorative banners.

5. “Banner sign” means any sign intended to be
hung, with or without framing, and possessing
characters, letters, symbols, emblems, trademarks,
illustrations, or ornamentation applied to fabric or
similar flexible material. Flags, decorative ban-
ners, canopy signs, and temporary signs, treated
elsewhere in this chapter, shall not be considered
banner signs.

6. “Bench sign” means a sign located on any
part of the surface of a bench or seat placed on or
visible from a public right-of-way.

7. “Billboard sign” means any outdoor sign
containing advertising which is not related to any
use or activity on the premises on which the sign is
located, but not including directional signs as
defined in this chapter.

8. “Building, primary” means a fully enclosed
and roofed structure, or portion thereof in separate
ownership, which houses the primary uses of at
least one business, residence or other establish-
ment. Accessory buildings or outbuildings are not
included in this definition.

9. “Canopy” means a fixed shelter that may be
supported from the exterior wall of a building or
from the ground or some combination thereof.

10. “Canopy sign” means any sign erected upon
or against a canopy.

11. “Clear vision triangle”” means the triangular
area abutting the intersection of two street or alley
rights-of-way described by measuring 20 feet from

the point of intersection along each right-of-way
line and connecting the end points.

12. “Commemorative plaque” means a memo-
rial plaque, sign, plate or tablet which is perma-
nently affixed to or near the structure, object or
event it is intended to commemorate and which
displays no advertising.

13. “Community event sign” means a sign
which announces an event that is listed in the offi-
cial calendar of events adopted by resolution of the
City Council.

14. “Directional sign” means a sign which con-
tains specific directional information and contains
no advertising.

15. “Directory sign” means a sign which dis-
plays exclusively the names, logos and locations of
occupants or uses of a building or complex; which
includes, but may not be limited to, signs for office
buildings, church directories and signs for malls,
arcades, and similar commercial buildings. No
advertising other than the name, logo and locations
of occupants or uses is included.

16. “Flag” means the officially recognized
symbol of a government jurisdiction displayed on
cloth or similar flexible fabric.

17. “Freestanding sign” means a sign which is
supported by uprights or braces connected perma-
nently to the ground and which is not connected to
a building. (See “Pole sign.”)

18. “Grade” means the average elevation of the
ground surface immediately below the sign after
construction, exclusive of any filling, berming,
mounding or excavating solely for the purpose of
locating the sign. In cases in which the grade can-
not reasonably be determined, sign height shall be
based on the elevation of the nearest point of the
crown of a public street or the grade of the land at
the main entry to the principal building, whichever
is lower.

19. “Grand opening” means the celebration or
promotional period beginning on or shortly after
the date when a new, permanent business or use is
open for business in a permanent, fixed building.
Grand opening events must be related to: opening
of a new business; a change of business location;
construction of a new business structure; major
remodeling or expansion valued at $50,000 or
more; change of ownership; or change of name.

20. “Illuminated sign” means any sign illumi-
nated in any manner by an artificial light source.
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21. “Incidental sign” means a small, nonillumi-
nated information sign two square feet or less in
area which pertains to goods, products, services or
facilities which are available on the premises
where the sign occurs, and intended primarily for
the convenience of the public while on such pre-
mises.

22. “Indirect lighting” means a light source sep-
arated from the sign surface and illuminating the
sign surface by means of spotlights or similar fix-
tures.

23. “Internal lighting” means an indirect, con-
cealed light source which is recessed or contained
within any element of a sign.

24. “Main entry” means the entrance from out-
doors into a primary building through which most
customers or other visitors pass or are expected to
pass. Each primary building shall be considered to
have no more than one main entry, excepting a
multiple-business complex, in which case each
physically separate business which has no internal
passageway to any other business premises shall be
considered to have one main entry.

25. “Marquee” means a permanent structure
attached to and supported by the building and pro-
jecting over public or private property.

26. “Monument sign” means a ground-related,
freestanding sign which is attached to the ground
or to its base on grade by a solid sign structure and
which structure extends from the ground or base to
the sign face at the same or greater width as the
sign face.

27. “Multiple-business complex” means a
group of structures housing at least two separate
businesses or agencies, or a single structure con-
taining more than one business with separating
walls and at least one outside access for each busi-
ness which shares a common lot, access and/or
parking facility.

28. “Multiple-tenant building” means a single
structure housing more than one business or
agency which may or may not incorporate a sepa-
rate outside access for each enterprise, but not
including residential apartment buildings.

29. “Mural sign” means a wall sign which con-
sists exclusively of paint applied to the wall of a
building or alternate surface without application of
any other material or framing.

30. “Nonconforming sign” means any sign in
existence within the City on the date of adoption of

the ordinance codified in this chapter, or located in
an area annexed to the City thereafter, which does
not conform with the provisions of this chapter, but
which did conform to all applicable laws in effect
on the date the sign was originally erected.

31. “Off-premises sign” means a sign relating,
through its message and content, to an activity, use,
product, or service which is not available on the
premises on which the sign is erected.

32. “On-premises sign” means a sign relating,
through its message and content, to an activity, use,
product, or service which is available on the pre-
mises on which the sign is erected.

33. “Pole sign” means any freestanding sign
composed of a sign cabinet, backboard, frame or
base and the sign pole, or pylon by which it con-
nects to the ground.

34. “Political sign” means any sign which
serves to influence, is intended to influence, or
appears to be of the type which is commonly
erected to influence an election or ballot proposi-
tion.

35. “Portable sign” means any moveable sign,
such as a sandwich board sign, which is capable of
being moved easily and is not permanently affixed
to the ground or a structure or building.

36. “Premises” means the real property on
which the business or other entity advertised by the
sign or signs mentioned in this chapter is situated.

37. “Primary sign” means the main sign for the
business and may be either a freestanding sign or a
wall sign.

38. “Projecting sign” means a sign which is
attached to and projects from a structure, wall or
building face further than six inches. For the pur-
poses of this chapter, a projecting sign includes
signs affixed under an awning, canopy or marquee.

39. “Reader board” means that portion of a sign
on which copy may be easily changed by man-
ual/mechanical means or by lighting effects with-
out reworking, repainting, or otherwise altering the
physical composition of the sign.

40. “Real estate sign” means a portable or free-
standing sign erected by the owner, or his/her
agent, advertising the real estate upon which the
sign is located for rent, lease or sale, or one direct-
ing to such property.

41. “Roof sign” means a sign erected upon or
above a roof of a building or structure.
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42. “Sandwich board sign.” See “Portable
sign.”

43. “Sign” means any object, structure or por-
tion thereof, other than a flag or government sym-
bol, which contains advertising and which is
visible from any right-of-way open to the public.

44, “Sign area” means the entire area of a sign
on which the copy is to be placed including only
one side of a multi-faced sign; provided, that the
copy on all sides of the sign is identical. Sign areas
shall be calculated by measuring the area of the
smallest square, circle, rectangle, triangle, or com-
bination thereof that will encompass the extreme
limits of the advertising copy, together with any
material or color forming an integral part of the
background of the display or used to differentiate
the sign from the backdrop or structure against
which it is placed, but not including any supportive
framework, bracing, architectural embellishments
or decorative features or fences or walls which
contain no written copy or other advertising and
when any such fences or walls otherwise meet the
requirements of this title and are clearly incidental
to the display itself.

45. “Sign face” means any surface of a sign
upon which there is lettering or other advertising.

46. “Sign height” means the vertical distance
from grade to the highest point of a sign or any pro-
jection thereof.

47. “Sign structure” means any structure which
supports or is capable of supporting any sign as
defined in this chapter. A sign structure may be a
pole or poles, or may be an integral part of a build-
ing. Structures which perform a separate use, such
as a telephone booth, bus shelter, recycling or used
goods container, etc., shall not be considered a sign
structure.

48. “Streamer” means an attention-attracting
device consisting of two or more pennants, ban-
ners, balloons, ribbons, reflectors, fringes or simi-
lar objects strung together on a common line, pole,
or sign structure, or attached to one or more prod-
ucts offered for sale.

49. “Street” means a public or private way open
to the general public including all classes of road-
ways excepting alleys and driveways and including
major internal circulation corridors within parking
lots.

50. “Street frontage” means a side of a building
which contains an entrance open for public use and
which side also faces an abutting street.

51. “Street frontage, primary” means the lineal
length of the street frontage on which the main
entry is located; provided, that in the event the
main entry is located on a corner of the building or
on a side other than a side which abuts a more
heavily traveled street, primary street frontage
shall be determined as if the main entry were on the
side which abuts the more heavily traveled street.

52. “Symbol sign” means a projecting sign con-
sisting exclusively of a symbol, picture or object
which represents the specific products or services
available on the premises, and which sign does not
include any lettering, numerals or registered trade-
marks.

53. “Temporary sign” means any sign or adver-
tising display constructed of cloth, canvas, light
fabric, paper, cardboard, or other light materials,
without frames, which is displayed for a limited
time only. Residential yard signs and signs painted
or adhered on window surfaces which are readily
removed by washing shall also be considered tem-
porary signs.

54. “Wall sign” means a sign which is attached
parallel to, and within six inches of, a wall, which
is supported by and confined within the limits of
such wall, and which displays only one sign sur-
face.

55. “Window sign” means a sign placed upon
the interior or exterior surface of a window, or
placed inside the window within three feet of the
window, which faces the outside and which is
intended to be seen primarily from the exterior.
[Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.040 General provisions.

The following provisions shall apply to all zon-
ing districts and to all signs regulated by this chap-
ter, subject, however, to the specific regulations in
each zoning district:

A. No sign shall be erected, caused to be
erected, or allowed to remain erected except in
compliance with all the regulations established in
this chapter. No owner or lessee of any real prop-
erty located within the corporate limits of the City
of Everson shall knowingly allow any sign to be
erected on any such property in violation of the
provisions of this chapter. No person shall take any
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action intending to, or having the effect of, circum-
venting the purpose of this chapter.

B. All permanent signs subject to design review
as provided in this chapter must obtain approval of
the Planning Agency before a sign permit may be
issued. This includes all replacement signs, except
where the sign being replaced has already been
approved through the design review process and
the Building Official determines that the replace-
ment sign is substantially similar in design and size
to the sign being replaced.

C. Design Review. When reviewing signs, the
Planning Agency shall consider, where applicable,
the relationship of the following design elements to
one another in the design of the sign. Design ele-
ments include: the characteristics of the area in the
vicinity of the sign, compatibility of the sign with
the surrounding location, proposed landscaping,
type of sign, sign size, sign height, sign color and
other design elements such as sandblasting, hand
carving, dimensional graphics, glass, stained glass,
hardwood, wrought iron, steel brackets, outlining,
lighting, lettering style, three or more colors,
murals, gold leaf, tile, frames, shadows, hand let-
tering, and whether or not the design is reflective of
the business. The Planning Agency may also con-
sider any comments on the proposed sign received
from neighboring property owners or members of
the community.

D. Safe and Secure Installation. Signs, sign
structures and bracing systems shall be designed
and constructed to meet all requirements of the
International Building Code and the Everson
Municipal Code. All electrified signs shall be
designed, installed and inspected in conformance
with the National Electrical Code.

E. Clearance and Sight Distance. Marquees,
canopy signs or projecting signs which project over
areas where motor trucks may be required to pass
beneath them shall maintain a minimum vertical
clearance of 15 feet. No marquee, canopy sign or
projecting sign may project closer than two feet
from the curb line of the street. All marquees, and
canopy signs and projecting signs, must maintain a
minimum of eight feet of vertical clearance over
pedestrian ways. Freestanding and portable signs
greater than three feet in height may not be placed
within the clear vision triangle at the intersection of
any streets, alleys or driveways.

F. Light and Glare from Signs. The light source
for signs which are illuminated by indirect lighting
shall be no farther away from the sign than the
height of the sign and shall be shielded so that
direct rays from the light are visible only on the lot
where the sign is located and in such a manner that
hazardous glare to motorists or pedestrians will not
occur. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.050 Exemptions.

The following types of signs are allowed in all
areas without a sign permit. These exemptions
shall not be construed as relieving the owner of any
sign for the responsibility of its erection and main-
tenance, or for compliance with the provisions of
this chapter, or any other law or ordinance regulat-
ing same.

A. Fund raising signs pertaining to a specific
proposed public construction project or fund rais-
ing campaign for a nonprofit or religious organiza-
tion; provided, that a maximum of five such signs
may be erected by that organization at any one
time, the sign area may not exceed 32 square feet
and each organization is limited to 10 such signs
per year. The sign may be displayed for up to 14
days prior to the event and must be removed within
three days after the conclusion of the event or cam-
paign. Signs for long-term fund raising campaigns
may be approved by the Planning Agency.

B. Real estate signs limited to one sign of four
and one-half square feet maximum area per sign
face on each parcel of property offered for sale in
residential zones. In other zones, one sign is
allowed up to 16 square feet per sign face on each
separate parcel of property offered for sale. Each
real estate sign must be removed no later than five
business days after closing of sale of the property
advertised. Closing of sale shall be considered the
date of recording with the Whatcom County Audi-
tor. Off-premises real estate signs are not permit-
ted. Real estate signs are not permitted within any
public right-of-way.

Exception — Real estate open house and direc-
tional signs:

1. Real estate signs advertising an open
house may be placed off-premises if:
a. They are placed on private property
with owner’s permission;
b. Signs are no larger than three square
feet per sign face; and
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c. Signs are displayed for no longer than
four consecutive days.

2. Two open house directional signs for each
such open house may be placed in the unpaved por-
tion of the street right-of-way, but only during day-
light hours and only when seller or agent is on-
premises at the property for sale. No such sign shall
be placed in such a way as to block the sidewalk.

3. A maximum of three real estate direc-
tional signs for each property for sale may be
placed in the unpaved portion of the street right-of-
way or on private property with the owner’s per-
mission; provided, that any such sign shall have a
maximum area on one face of the sign of two
square feet; and provided further, that any such
sign shall be removed consistent with the timing
requirements stated above. No such sign shall be
placed in such a way as to block the sidewalk or
pose a hazard.

C. On-premises or on-vehicle incidental signs
not exceeding two square feet each. This does not
apply to licensed vehicles used for daily service.

D. On-premises directional signs not exceeding
six square feet, the sole purpose of which is to pro-
vide for vehicular and pedestrian traffic direction
and which display no advertising.

E. Political signs erected on private property up
to four and one-half square feet per sign face in res-
idential zones and 16 square feet per sign face in
other zones and must be removed within 10 days
after the final election involving the candidate or
ballot proposition advertised by the sign.

F. Temporary construction signs limited to a
total sign area of 32 square feet per construction
site, displayed no longer than one year and
removed no later than 10 days after completion or
occupancy of the project.

G. Traffic, directional or informational signs
lawfully installed, or required to be installed, by a
government entity; provided, that in the event of
any conflict between the provisions of this chapter
and the provisions of any applicable State law, the
provisions of this chapter shall govern unless
expressly preempted by the laws of the State of
Washington.

H. Signs not intended to be viewed from, and
which are not readable from, a public right-of-way;
provided, that such signs are not detrimental to the
visual amenity of neighboring or adjacent residen-
tial properties.

I. Window merchandise displays.

J. Flags of the United States, the State, the City,
the County, foreign nations, and any other flag
adopted or sanctioned by an elected legislative
body of competent jurisdiction; provided, that such
a flag shall not exceed 60 square feet in sign area
and shall not be flown from a pole the top of which
is more than 40 feet in height. Such flags must be
flown in accordance with protocol established by
the Congress of the United States for the Stars and
Stripes. Any flag not meeting any one or more of
these conditions shall be considered a banner sign
and be subject to regulation as such.

K. Decorative banners if no more than five per
each premises, and provided they are consistent
with theme, and displayed for a maximum of six
months. This does not include decorative banners
installed by the City of Everson or the Chamber of
Commerce.

L. Legal notices required by law.

M. Barber poles.

N. Grave markers.

O. Incidental, nonilluminated signs identifying
small specialized community service structures,
such as phone booths, public transit shelters, and
collection containers for used goods or recyclable
materials.

P. Incidental, nonilluminated signs limited to
three per storefront.

Q. Nonilluminated informational signs pertain-
ing to motor fuel which are affixed to the surface of
fuel pumps. These may not exceed two square feet
and may not be used for advertising purposes.

R. Temporary signs. Each temporary sign is
limited to a maximum of 30 days. No one business
may have more than two temporary signs up at any
one time. Temporary signs include banners, hang-
ing signs and freestanding signs. Temporary win-
dow lettering intended for view from the right-of-
way is also included in this category. Searchlights
may be utilized as a temporary sign for up to 12
hours within a single 24-hour period. All search-
lights must be shut off by midnight.

S. Lettering or symbols painted directly onto or
mounted magnetically onto an operable motor
vehicle operating in the normal course of business;
provided no part of such signs shall project higher
than the roof surface of any such vehicle other than
vehicles for hire or for delivery.

T. Signs attached to buses or taxis for hire.
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U. One nonilluminated bulletin board not larger
than 12 square feet in area for each public, charita-
ble or religious institution when the same is erected
on the premises of the institution.

V. Mural signs in existence on the effective
date of the ordinance codified in this chapter.

W. Nonilluminated religious symbols mounted
on-premises at a church or other religious institu-
tion.

X. On-premises, directional signs for churches,
schools, and government offices not to exceed
eight square feet; and provided, that they may not
be placed in the public right-of-way and that the
signs are portable and of a sandwich board design.
[Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.060 Special exemption — Grand
opening/going out of business signs.

A. During a grand opening or going out of busi-
ness sale not to exceed 90 days, temporary signs
may be displayed on the premises without a sign
permit and regulations with respect to sign area,
roof placement, sign height and type of signs are
temporarily suspended.

B. All other regulations provided herein and not
expressly suspended by this section shall apply to
grand opening signs.

C. The provisions of this section may not be
applied to more than one grand opening or going
out of business event at any business location
within any 12-month period; provided, that each
separate business location within a multiple-busi-
ness complex shall be entitled to a grand opening
or going out of business event separate from a
grand opening event for the complex as a whole.
[Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.070 Prohibited signs.

The following signs are prohibited within the
City:

A. Abandoned signs.

B. Bench signs on, or within 30 feet of, the pub-
lic right-of-way, unless approved through design
review.

C. New billboards, unless approved as a condi-
tional use. Existing billboards will be considered
nonconforming.

D. Flashing, revolving or any other moving
signs; provided, that the moving hands of a clock
or changing numerals of a time and/or temperature

device may be permitted subject to the other regu-
lations provided in this chapter. This clause is not
intended to prohibit signs specifically permitted in
other sections of this chapter.

E. Off-premises signs except real estate open
house signs, political signs, community event
signs, mural signs, and garage sale signs specifi-
cally authorized or exempted herein.

F. Roof-mounted signs, including any signs
painted directly on the roof surface, unless
approved through design review.

G. Signs or sign structures, which by coloring,
shape, working or location resemble or conflict
with traffic-control signs or devices.

H. Signs which create a safety hazard for pedes-
trian or vehicular traffic.

I. Signs larger than two square feet in area
attached to or placed on a vehicle or trailer on pub-
lic or private property; provided, however, that this
provision shall not be construed as prohibiting the
identification of a firm or its products on a licensed
vehicle operating during the normal course of busi-
ness. For-hire buses and taxis are exempt from this
provision.

J. Signs attached to utility poles or traffic signs.

K. Signs within the public right-of-way except
community event signs, sandwich boards, kiosks
and signs which overhang the public right-of-way
as specifically authorized herein.

L. Signs in City-designated buffer zones or
greenbelt areas. This does not include park and trail
informational signs.

M. Signs contrary to the provisions of this
chapter.

N. Streamers or inflatable objects, except for
special events; provided, that they are removed
within 24 hours of the event, and conform to the
temporary sign requirements.

O. Laser lights.

P. Sandwich boards within the public right-of-
way, unless approved by the Building Official
based on a finding that the proposed sign and loca-
tion will not interfere with adjacent parking and
pedestrian movement and will maintain a mini-
mum five-foot width of unobstructed sidewalk.
[Ord. 691 § 11, 2009; Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.080 Special category signs.
The following regulations shall apply to the spe-
cial categories of signs set forth below, in addition
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to all the other requirements of this chapter which
may be applicable:

A. Parking Lot Identification Signs. Parking lot
identification signs may be erected without a sign
permit if restricted to posting regulations regarding
the use of the lot and to identifying a parking lot
with its owner, operator, or name of the business
providing the lot. No advertising other than the
name of the business may be included. The total
sign area for parking lot identification signs shall
not exceed six square feet for each 1,000 square
feet of parking lot area and each sign face shall not
exceed six square feet; provided, that each lot shall
be allowed at least one parking lot identification
sign; and provided further, that these restrictions
may be exceeded to the extent required by any
applicable law of the State of Washington. Parking
lot identification signs shall not exceed a sign
height of six feet.

B. Community Event Signs. Community event
signs are signs that announce an event sponsored
by the City of Everson or the Chamber of Com-
merce and is listed in the official calendar of com-
munity events. Signs for events not listed on the
official calendar of events may be considered tem-
porary signs under EMC 19.41.050(R). Banner
signs are limited to 75 square feet per sign face, and
may be placed over public right-of-way, or on pub-
lic property; provided, that the ground clearance,
vision clearance and methods of construction in
suspension are approved by the Building Official.
Freestanding or wall signs may be no larger than 32
square feet per sign face and may be located in the
public right-of-way or on public property; pro-
vided, that the location of the sign is approved by
the Building Official. Community event signs may
be displayed no longer than 21 days prior to an
event and must be removed within three days after
the event.

C. Service Club Signs. Service club signs are
signs which display the recognized shield, logo or
symbol of an international service club which has
an established chapter in Everson, has regularly
scheduled meetings, but does not own or lease pre-
mises within the City. Each such sign may not
exceed five square feet. Service club signs require
a sign permit and may be displayed only at a single
location which has been approved by the Building
Official. Additional signage may be permitted for

service project recognition at the site of the public
service project.

D. Garage or Rummage Sale Signs. Garage or
rummage sale signs are temporary signs not to
exceed four square feet per sign face which provide
direction to a household sale. Up to three such
signs may be placed without a sign permit on the
property on which the sale is held and/or in nearby
public rights-of-way. Signs placed in public rights-
of-way must be self-supported by a stake or similar
device and may not be attached to utility poles or
traffic signs. Care must be taken to assure that the
placement of such signs will not create a hazard to
the public by obstructing the view or passage of
pedestrians, cyclists or motorists. Garage or rum-
mage sale signs may not be displayed for longer
than three days and must be removed within 24
hours after the sale. Garage or rummage sale signs
may not be displayed more than three times during
any 12-month period for direction to a sale on the
same premises.

E. Special Purpose Sign. A special purpose sign
is a temporary sign to be displayed less than 30
consecutive days for a purpose not anticipated by
this chapter, but not in conflict with it, or in a
unique situation as determined by the Building
Official. The total area of all special purpose signs
intended to be displayed on any one premises shall
be determined by the Building Official; provided,
however, that the total area shall not exceed 32
square feet. All special purpose signs shall require
a sign permit.

F. Mural Signs. Mural signs are allowed subject
to recommendation by the Planning Agency and
approval of a conditional use permit by the City
Council. Upon application and following recom-
mendation for approval by the Planning Agency,
the City Council may authorize such mural signs
upon a finding that the design and placement of the
proposed sign contributes to the City. All murals
must depict the history of the community and
enhance the character of the main commercial area
along SR 544 between the Nooksack River Bridge
and Blair Drive. Murals may not be used for com-
mercial or advertising purposes. The City Council
may also authorize specific placement of such
mural signs off-premises or in a manner which
exceeds the applicable size or height limits pre-
scribed herein. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]
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19.41.090 Residential districts (R and RMU
zones).

In addition to the other applicable provisions of
this chapter, the following regulations also apply in
residential zoning districts:

A. Total Allowable Sign Area.

1. Each residential building is allowed one
permanent identification sign per street frontage
and one temporary yard sign. Each such sign may
not exceed four square feet in sign area. No sign
permit is required for either sign.

2. Each multifamily complex over five units
in size, or long subdivision in residential zones, is
allowed 24 square feet of sign area.

3. Home occupations are allowed one wall-
mounted sign, and such sign shall conform to the
requirements set forth in EMC 19.23.050.

4. Government buildings, schools and
churches are allowed one identification sign not to
exceed 24 square feet and one permanent reader
board sign not to exceed 16 square feet for a total
of 40 square feet. The reader board must be incor-
porated in the main sign structure. No product or
company name, product symbol or product slogan
may be included in the sign face of any freestand-
ing sign.

B. Maximum sign height is five feet. For gov-
ernment buildings, schools and churches, a maxi-
mum height greater than five feet may be
authorized through a conditional use permit
approved by the City Council.

C. Freestanding Signs.

1. Permanent freestanding signs must be
monument signs or pole signs mounted on two
poles placed at the outermost sides of the sign face,
and, with the exception of residential identification
signs addressed under subsection (A)(1) of this
section, must be approved by the Planning Agency.
The Planning Agency may, upon review of the sign
design, approve one freestanding sign per property.

2. All freestanding signs shall have a land-
scaped area at the base of the sign at least twice the
size of the sign area.

3. Temporary yard signs may be displayed
for up to 15 days and may be mounted on a single
pole or stake.

Exceptions:

a. Garage or rummage sale signs pursuant
to EMC 19.41.080, Special category signs.

b. Real estate and political signs pursuant
to EMC 19.41.050.

4. Freestanding signs must be set back at
least five feet inside property lines.

5. No other pole signs, portable, sandwich
board, sidewalk or other freestanding signs are
allowed unless approved through design review.

D. Off-premises signs are not permitted.
Exception: Signs authorized to be erected off-pre-
mises pursuant to EMC 19.41.080, Special cate-
gory signs, and those sandwich board signs
approved under EMC 19.41.050.

E. Illuminated Signs. Only indirect lighting is
permitted, except for those signs permitted in sub-
section (A)(4) of this section. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.100 Commercial district (C zone).

In addition to the other applicable provisions of
this chapter, the following regulations also apply in
the commercial zoning district:

A. Total allowable sign area is determined as
follows:

1. Two and one-half square feet of sign area
for each lineal foot of primary street frontage. In
the event a building is located on a corner lot, an
additional one and one-quarter square feet per lin-
eal foot of primary street frontage may be included
in the total allowable sign area. The maximum size
of any one sign cannot exceed 100 square feet.

2. Each multiple-business complex is
allowed one sign per street frontage as a directory
sign. The square footage allowance for each direc-
tory sign is equal to 32 square feet plus an addi-
tional six square feet per business to a maximum of
80 square feet. The width of the sign face may not
exceed 10 feet. Sign area for each business within
a multi-business complex is determined by the
frontage each business has on the street or primary
customer access, including major internal circula-
tion corridors within parking lots, and is subject to
the same restrictions as in subsection (A)(1) of this
section.

3. Tenant signage in a multiple-tenant build-
ing cannot exceed their percentage of building
square footage times the total allowable signage
square footage. Each multiple-tenant building is
allowed one directory sign not to exceed 48 square
feet. Tenant signs must be mounted below the pri-
mary sign if a primary sign is present and may not
be roof mounted.
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4. Twenty square feet for an outdoor busi-
ness which operates without a building.

5. Government buildings, schools and
churches are allowed one identification sign not to
exceed 36 square feet and one permanent reader
board sign not to exceed 24 square feet for a total
of 60 square feet. The reader board must be incor-
porated in the main sign structure. No product or
company name, product symbol or product slogan
may be included in the sign face of any freestand-
ing sign.

6. Includes all types of signs on all sides and
all stories of the building or premises. Exceptions:
parking lot identification signs, symbol signs,
menu board signs, commemorative plaques, inci-
dental signs, window sign lettering less than six
inches in height, mural signs approved pursuant to
subsection EMC 19.41.080(F), motor fuel price
signs erected pursuant to subsection (F)(1) of this
section, monument signs erected as a directory sign
for a multiple-business complex pursuant to sub-
section (A)(2) of this section, service club signs
authorized pursuant to EMC 19.41.080, and signs
listed as exempt in EMC 19.41.050 are not
included in the determination of allowable sign
area.

B. Maximum sign height is as follows:

1. Signs are limited to 25 feet in height. If the
sign is located at least 100 feet, but no more than
300 feet, from the right-of-way of a State highway,
the sign may be 35 feet in height.

2. Canopy signs or signs mounted on a mar-
quee may not extend higher than the highest roof
surface of the canopy or marquee. Roof signs are
not allowed.

3. Five feet for a monument sign of a single-
business or multiple-tenant building.

4. Five feet plus one foot per each separate
business advertised on a monument directory sign
of a multiple-business complex to a maximum of
17 feet.

C. Projecting signs are subject to the following
additional regulations:

1. Not larger than 32 square feet per side.

2. May project no more than four feet from
the building.

3. Minimum clearance of eight feet must be
maintained above the sidewalk and six inches from
the vertical wall.

4. Only one projecting sign, including sym-
bol signs, is allowed for each main entry.

D. Freestanding Signs.

1. Each single-business or multi-tenant
building shall be allowed a maximum of one sign
per 60 feet of frontage. Minimum distance between
signs is 60 feet. Freestanding signs are not to
exceed 100 square feet. If more than one freestand-
ing sign is requested, the maximum sign size is 100
square feet and each of the signs must be of equal
size and shape. The total number of signs may not
exceed the total square footage allowed in subsec-
tion A of this section.

2. Monument signs must be set back from
property lines a distance of one foot for each one
foot of sign height in excess of five feet. Signs must
be set back a minimum of five feet.

3. Exception. The Building Official is autho-
rized to permit alternate monument sign placement
as part of a downtown improvement project in con-
formance with an approved downtown improve-
ment plan.

4. Permanent freestanding signs shall have a
landscaped area at the base of the sign at least twice
the size of the sign area. All required landscaping
must be contiguous to the sign; however, it is not
required that the sign be centered in the landscap-
ing or that the shape of the landscaped area is con-
sistent with the shape of the sign.

5. No other pole signs, portable, sidewalk or
other freestanding signs are allowed, unless
expressly authorized herein.

6. All signs must be set back a minimum of
five feet from the property line.

E. Reader board signs are included in the total
square footage calculation and may not exceed 75
percent of the sign area for the sign or 36 square
feet, whichever is less. Electronic reader boards are
permitted as part of the total allowable square foot-
age for reader boards as noted above.

F. Exceptions.

1. In addition to the sign area allowed pursu-
ant to subsection A of this section, any business
selling motor fuel to the public may have one per-
manently mounted motor fuel price sign not to
exceed 18 square feet per sign face. If such sign is
incorporated as part of the monument sign allowed
pursuant to this section, the allowable height of
such monument sign may be increased by four feet.
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2. The Building Official is authorized to per-
mit one permanently mounted reader board sign for
community event announcements on premises
owned by the City or a nonprofit organization
under contract with the City. Such sign may not
exceed 25 percent of the sign face of the permitted
sign.

G. Portable reader board signs and sandwich
board signs require approval by the Building Offi-
cial. [Ord. 691 § 12, 2009; Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.110 Light industrial district (LI zone).
In addition to the other applicable provisions of
this chapter, the following regulations also apply in
the light industrial zoning district:
A. Total allowable sign area is determined as
follows:

1. One and one-half square foot of sign area
for each lineal foot of primary street frontage of the
primary building. In the event a building is located
on a corner lot, sign area equal to one-half the
allowable sign area for the primary frontage may
be included in the total allowable sign area. No one
sign may exceed 150 square feet in size.

2. Each separate business in a multiple-ten-
ant building or industrial park complex shall be
allowed at least 32 square feet of sign area, but no
more than 64 square feet.

3. Each multiple-tenant building is allowed
an additional six square feet for a directory sign.

4. Government buildings, schools and
churches are allowed one identification sign not to
exceed 36 square feet and one permanent reader
board sign not to exceed 24 square feet for a total
of 60 square feet. The reader board must be incor-
porated in the main sign structure. No product or
company name, product symbol or product slogan
may be included in the sign face of any freestand-
ing sign.

5. Includes all types of signs on all sides and
all stories of the building or premises.

6. Reader board signs are included in the
total square footage calculation and may not
exceed 75 percent of the sign area for the sign or 36
square feet, whichever is less.

7. Exceptions: parking lot identification
signs, incidental signs, monument signs, window
sign letters less than six inches in height, and signs
listed as exempt in EMC 19.41.050 are not
included in determining allowable sign area.

B. Maximum sign height is as follows:

1. Five feet for monument signs, plus one
foot for each separate business advertised on the
sign, but no higher than 10 feet.

2. Seventeen feet for other freestanding
signs.

3. Signs may not extend above the roof line.
No roof signs will be permitted.

C. Projecting signs are subject to the following
additional regulations:

1. No larger than 32 square feet per side.

2. May project no more than four feet from
the building.

3. Minimum clearance of eight feet must be
maintained above the sidewalk and six inches from
the vertical wall.

4. Only one projecting sign, including sym-
bol signs, is allowed for each main entry.

D. Freestanding Signs.

1. Each single-business or multiple-tenant
building shall be allowed one freestanding sign not
to exceed a sign area of 80 square feet. Monument
signs are encouraged.

2. Each multiple-business complex is
allowed one monument sign per street frontage for
a directory sign. The sign area of each such direc-
tory sign shall not exceed 32 square feet plus six
square feet per separate business advertised, but
not larger than 64 square feet.

3. Permanent freestanding signs shall have a
landscaped area at the base of the sign at least equal
to the size of the sign area. All required landscap-
ing must be contiguous to the sign; however, it is
not required that the sign be centered in the land-
scaping or that the shape of the landscaped area is
consistent with the shape of the sign.

4. No other pole signs, portable, sidewalk or
other freestanding signs are allowed, unless
expressly authorized herein.

5. All freestanding signs must be set back a
minimum of five feet from the property line. Signs
must be set back from property lines a distance of
one foot for each one foot of sign height in excess
of five feet. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.120 Public districts (P and ROS zones).

In addition to the other applicable provisions of
this chapter, the following regulations also apply in
the public zoning districts:
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A. All signs proposed by the City, other gov-
ernmental agency or nonprofit organization shall
be reviewed and approved by the Building Official
based on consistency with the purpose of this chap-
ter.

B. All other signs shall be subject to design
review approval. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.130 Permit — Required.

No sign or portion of any sign, except those
exempted in EMC 19.41.050 or 19.41.060, shall be
erected, re-erected, replaced, revised, attached,
structurally altered, or relocated by any person,
firm or corporation from and after the effective
date of the ordinance codified in this chapter with-
out a permit issued by the City. No permit shall be
required for repair, cleaning, or other normal main-
tenance, nor for changing the message on a reader
board sign, as long as the sign structure is not mod-
ified in any way. Nothing herein is intended to
replace, modify, or conflict with any State laws or
regulations regarding signage along or visible from
a State highway. If State regulations preempt local
jurisdictions from regulating such signage, then the
State regulations shall control. However, if the
State regulations allow for local regulations, then
this chapter shall apply to the extent that such reg-
ulations are not in conflict with or less restrictive
than State law or regulations. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.140 Permit — Application.

Applications for sign permits shall be made pur-
suant to the procedures set forth in Chapter 16.01
EMC upon permit forms provided by the City.
Such application shall require:

A. Name of business and address where the
work is to be performed; also the tax parcel number
for the parcel where the work is to be performed;

B. Name and title of applicant;

C. Name, address and telephone number of the
firm doing installation work, if known;

D. Name and address of the sign owner if other
than the business installing the sign;

E. A complete list describing each existing sign
on the premises, including sign type, copy, sign
area, location on premises, and date installed;

F. A site plan showing the location of the
affected lot, buildings, and signs, showing both
existing signs and proposed signs;

G. A scale drawing of each proposed sign or
sign revision, including location, size, height,
copy, structural and footing details, material speci-
fications, colors, method of attachment, illumina-
tion, front and end views of canopies and any other
information required to ensure compliance with
appropriate laws;

H. Written consent of the owner(s) of the build-
ing, structure, and property where the sign is to be
erected. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.150 Permit — Fees and approval.

Permit fees shall be in accordance with the cur-
rent fee schedule set forth in Chapter 3.20 EMC.
Application for a sign permit shall be processed as
a Class 1 action, unless design review approval, a
conditional use permit or a variance is required. If
design review is required, the application shall be
processed as a Class 2 action pursuant to Chapter
16.01 EMC with the Planning Agency acting as the
decision authority. Upon approval of plans by the
Building Official, and approval by the Planning
Agency or City Council, where required, and pay-
ment of the required fee, the Building Official shall
issue the sign permit. Permits shall be numbered in
the order of their issuance and shall disclose:

A. The type and description of sign(s) as
defined in this chapter;

B. The street address of the property upon
which the sign will be installed;

C. The amount of the fee paid for the permit;

D. The date of issuance;

E. The name of the person or company install-
ing the sign;

F. The name of the sign owner. [Ord. 643 § 2,
2005.]

19.41.160 Conditional use permits and
variances.

The City Council shall have the authority to
review and approve conditional use permits and
variances from the requirements of this chapter in
accordance with the procedures for a Class 3 action
pursuant to Chapter 16.01 EMC:

A. The person seeking a conditional use permit
or variance shall prepare and submit an application
on forms provided by the Building Official accom-
panied by a fee as established in the unified fee
schedule.
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B. Upon receipt of an application, the Building
Official shall first review the application for com-
pleteness. If the application is incomplete, the
Building Official shall return it to the applicant and
indicate the additional information needed to make
the application complete.

C. Conditional Use Permits. Review and
approval of an application for a conditional use
permit shall be made in conformance with the pro-
cedures and requirements set forth in Chapter
19.11 EMC.

D. Variances. In making its determination
regarding a requested variance, the City Council
may grant a variance only upon specific, written
findings of fact setting forth and showing that at
least five of the following conditions exist. Of the
required conditions, at least three of the conditions
must be those within the first four conditions listed
below:

1. Literal interpretation and strict application
of the provisions and requirements of this chapter
would cause undue hardship on the applicant
because of unique or unusual conditions pertaining
to the subject property.

2. The unique or unusual conditions do not
result from actions of the applicant or owner of the
subject property.

3. Granting the variance would not confer a
special privilege to the subject property that is
denied to other similarly situated properties.

4. Granting the variance would not be mate-
rially detrimental to the property owners in the
vicinity or to the traveling public.

5. Granting the variance would not be con-
trary to the objects of this chapter relating to the
placement of signs and the reduction of clutter.

6. Granting the variance would be in har-
mony with the purpose and intent of this chapter
and would not diminish the effect of this chapter in
furthering these purposes.

7. Size and shape of the sign must be in pro-
portion to the bulk of the building.

8. The sign should conform to the size and
shape of signs in the surrounding area.

9. A variance for a franchise sign must pro-
vide proof of the franchise requirement, in the form
of the franchise agreement.

E. In approving any conditional use permit or
granting any variance, the City Council may attach
thereto such conditions regarding the location,

character and other features of the proposed sign as
they may deem necessary to carry out the spirit and
purpose of this chapter in the public interest. [Ord.
691 § 13, 2009; Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.170 Appeals.

The procedure for appeals shall be as set forth in
Chapter 16.01 EMC. Appeals of design review
decisions made by the Planning Agency shall be to
the City Council. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.180 Interpretations.

Where there is any dispute concerning the inter-
pretation of this chapter, the decision of the Build-
ing Official shall prevail, subject to appeal to the
City Council as provided in this title. [Ord. 643 § 2,
2005.]

19.41.190 Enforcing official — Powers and
duties.

The enforcing official of this chapter shall be the
Building Official or designee who is hereby autho-
rized and directed to enforce all the provisions of
this chapter. Signs for which a permit is required
may be inspected periodically by the Building
Official for compliance with this chapter. [Ord.
643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.200 Removal of signs.

A. Abandoned signs shall be removed by the
owner or lessee of the premises upon which the
sign is located within 60 days after the business or
service advertised by the sign is no longer con-
ducted. This also applies to billboards advertising
defunct businesses or events.

B. The Building Official may order the removal
of any sign erected, installed or allowed to remain
in violation of this chapter. He or she shall give at
least 30 days’ notice in writing to the owner of such
sign, or of the building, structure or premises on
which such sign is located, to remove the sign or to
bring it into compliance with this chapter. The
Building Official may order removal of the sign at
the expense of the owner of the premises if compli-
ance with the written order is not obtained. Notice
to the owner shall be deemed to be given as of the
date of deposit in the United States mail addressed
to the address on record that date at the office of the
Whatcom County Assessor.

19.41.230

Exception: In the case of temporary signs, ban-
ner signs, portable signs or streamers, only five
days’ notice need be given.

C. The Building Official may cause any sign
which is erected or displayed in violation of this
chapter to be summarily removed without notice
and at the expense of the owner of the sign and/or
premises if:

1. The condition of placement of the sign
presents in the opinion of the Building Official an
immediate threat to the safety of the public; or

2. The sign is placed in a public right-of-way
or upon City property or attached to a utility pole,
tree or traffic sign in violation of this chapter. [Ord.
643 § 2,2005.]

19.41.210 Nonconforming signs.

A. Nonconforming signs shall be removed or
brought into compliance with this chapter upon the
loss of nonconforming status as noted below.

B. All revolving or blinking signs or electronic
reader boards lawfully constructed prior to the
effective date of the ordinance codified in this
chapter are considered nonconforming signs under
this chapter without restriction on scrolling or
changing of the message. Any change or replace-
ment of those signs will require that the signs be
brought into compliance with this chapter or that a
variance be applied for and granted.

C. Exception Pertaining to Portable Signs, Ban-
ner Signs and Streamers. All portable signs, banner
signs and streamers made nonconforming by this
chapter shall be removed within 90 days of the
effective date of the ordinance codified in this
chapter.

D. Loss of Nonconforming Status.

1. A nonconforming sign shall immediately
lose its legal, nonconforming status if:

a. The sign is structurally altered; pro-
vided, however, that changing of the advertising
portion of the sign, safety upgrades, or structural
repair and/or maintenance below the threshold set
forth in subsection (D)(1)(b) of this section shall
not be considered alteration; provided, that the sign
face, and the sign structure do not change in terms
of height, size or location; or

b. The sign is damaged or is in need of
repair and/or maintenance the cost of which is in
excess of 50 percent of the original cost of the sign
or the replacement cost of the sign prior to the dam-

age or the need for repair and/or maintenance,
whichever is greater; or

c. The sign is relocated; or

d. The sign is replaced in its entirety.

2. On the occurrence of any of the events
described in subsection (D)(1) of this section, the
sign shall be immediately brought into compliance
with this chapter with a new permit secured there-
for, or shall be removed; provided, however, that
the Building Official may authorize specific alter-
ations of such nonconforming signs if it is found
that the total amount of aggregate noncompliance
of the sign area of the existing signs on the pre-
mises is reduced at least 50 percent by the proposed
alterations. [Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.220 Liability.

This chapter shall not be construed to relieve
from or lessen the responsibility of any person
owning, building, altering, constructing, or remov-
ing or moving any sign in the City for damages to
anyone injured or damaged either in person or
property by any liability by reason of permit or
inspection authorized in this chapter or a certificate
of inspection issued by the City or any of its agents.
[Ord. 643 § 2, 2005.]

19.41.230 Violation — Penalty.

Violation of the terms and conditions set forth in
this chapter shall be considered violations of the
Everson Zoning Code and shall be subject to all
civil and criminal penalties as allowed by law.
Action to remedy any such violation shall be as
established in EMC 19.11.120. [Ord. 643 § 2,
2005.]

19.43.010 Purpose.

A. Where existing lots, structures and uses of
land would be prohibited by the terms of the Ever-
son zoning code or any subsequent amendment
thereto, it is the intent of this chapter to permit such
nonconformities to continue until they are
removed. Such uses are declared to be incompati-
ble with permitted uses in the zones involved.

B. It is the further intent of this chapter that
nonconformities shall not be enlarged, expanded or
extended except by variance.

19.43.020 Nonconforming lots of record.

In any zone, any permitted use or structure and
customary accessory buildings may be erected on
any single lot of record on effective date of adop-
tion of the Everson zoning code or any subsequent
amendment thereof. This provision shall apply
even though such lot fails to meet the requirements
for area or width, or both, that are generally appli-
cable to the zone; provided, that setback dimen-
sions and other requirements not involving area or
width of the lot shall conform to the regulations for
the zone in which such lot is situated and other
requirements and applicable regulations are com-
plied with. The exemption provided in this section
shall not be applicable where the owner of the
affected lot also owns adjoining property where a
combination of the two properties would meet the
requirements for area or width or both.

19.43.030 Nonconforming structures.

Where a lawful structure exists on the effective
date of adoption of the Everson zoning code or any
subsequent amendment thereof, that could not now
be built by reason of restrictions on the area, lot
coverage, height, yard or other characteristics of

the structure or its location on the lot, such struc-
ture may be continued as long as it remains other-
wise lawful, subject to the following provisions:

A. No such structure may be enlarged or altered
in any way which increases its nonconformity.

B. Except as otherwise provided in this chapter,
should such structure be destroyed by any means to
an extent of more than 50 percent of its replace-
ment cost at the time of destruction, in the judg-
ment of the City Council, it shall be reconstructed
only if in conformity with the provisions of the
Everson zoning code.

C. Should such structure be relocated or moved
for any reason for any distance whatever, it shall
thereafter conform to the regulations to the zone to
which it is relocated or moved. [Ord. 608 § 1,
2003; Ord. 282 § 3, 1983.]

19.43.040 Nonconforming structures —
Residences in commercial zone.

A single-family dwelling situated in the com-
mercial zoning district may, notwithstanding the
provisions of EMC 19.43.030(B), be rebuilt, reha-
bilitated or reconstructed following damage or
destruction to the extent described therein, in a
design and configuration of not more than the
square footage of the damaged or destroyed struc-
ture and situated in the same location of the dam-
aged or destroyed structure; provided, that such
rebuilding, rehabilitation or reconstruction is com-
menced, and all necessary permits for the same
obtained, within one year of the event causing such
damage or destruction.

19.47.010 Definitions.

Wherever used in this chapter, the following
terms shall be construed to have the meaning here-
inafter ascribed to them:

A. “Dependent mobile homes” means a manu-
factured home or mobile home, as defined in RCW
65.20.020(6), or recreational vehicle which does
not have a flush toilet and a bathtub or shower.

B. “Designated manufactured home” means an
independent mobile home conforming to RCW
35A.63.145(2).

C. “Independent mobile homes” means any
manufactured home or mobile home, as defined in
RCW 65.20.020(6), which contains its own sani-
tary facilities, which sanitary facilities shall
include at least one water closet, one kitchen sink
and one bathtub or shower.

D. “Mobile home park” means any plot tract,
site or premises of ground where accommodations
are provided for four or more families to establish
temporary or semi-permanent residences in manu-
factured home or mobile homes.

E. “Mobile home park operator” means the
equitable owner or owners of a mobile home park
together with the manager or managing tenant of
any mobile home park. In the event any mobile
home park operator is a corporation, this definition
includes all officers, directors and shareholders of
the corporation.

F. “Premises” means that land area upon which
a mobile home park is located and the land area
adjacent to and surrounding that upon which any
mobile home is located or placed.

G. “Recreational vehicle” means any portable
structure designed for and capable of being
licensed for driving or towing under RCW Title 46
and suitable for the temporary place of abode of
human beings.

H. “Recreational vehicle park” means any plot
tract, site or premises of ground where accommo-
dations are provided for two or more families to
establish temporary habitation in recreational vehi-
cles, tents, or other portable habitation.

I. “Recreational vehicle park operator” means
the equitable owner or owners of a recreational
vehicle home park together with the manager or
managing tenant of any recreational vehicle park.
In the event any recreational vehicle park operator
is a corporation, this definition includes all offic-
ers, directors and shareholders of the corporation.

J. “Tent” means a temporary residential shelter
of canvas, tarpaulin or other strong fabric, cloth, or
plastic stretched over and supported by wood or
other frame work. [Ord. 449 § 1, 1993; Ord. 123
Art. I, 1971.]

19.47.020 Location limited to designated
areas.

It is unlawful for any person or persons to place,
move, store or occupy, or allow to be placed,
moved, stored or occupied, a manufactured home,
mobile home, recreational vehicle or other tempo-
rary, movable place of abode in the City except in
compliance with this title.

A. Dependent Mobile Homes, Recreational
Vehicles and Tents. Dependent mobile homes, rec-
reational vehicles and/or tents shall only be permit-
ted within recreational vehicle parks and shall not
be otherwise maintained or occupied as a place of
human habitation within the City, except that
minors may be allowed to use tents within the yard
of their parents during nonschool days of the year.
Not more than one recreational vehicle may be
stored in a garage or behind an approved fence or
vegetative screen on a lot occupied by a single-
family residence, if otherwise permitted by the pro-
visions of this title for that zoning district.

B. Independent Mobile Homes — Individual
Zoning Lots. Independent mobile homes qualify-
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ing as “designated manufactured housing” may be
placed upon any building site properly zoned for a
single-family dwelling if its construction meets the
State Building Code and it is supported by a perim-
eter concrete or concrete block foundation. Such
foundation shall consist of a footing with stemwall
or monolithic slab, with “rebar” reinforcement and
perimeter drainage, all as otherwise required for
conventional residential construction.

C. Independent Mobile Homes — Mobile Home
Parks. Independent mobile homes qualifying as
“designated manufactured housing” may be placed
within a mobile home park meeting the standards
of this chapter.

D. Prohibited Mobile Homes. Independent
mobile homes not otherwise permitted above are
prohibited within the City. [Ord. 507 § 1, 1996;
Ord. 449 § 1, 1993; Ord. 123 Act. II, 1971.]

19.47.030 Mobile home park — Development
procedure — Review.

Mobile home parks are restricted to the residen-
tial-multiple use zoning district. The development
of a mobile home park requires a conditional use
permit processed in the manner provided in Chap-
ter 19.11 EMC. The City Council may prescribe
such additional conditions as the particular circum-
stances may require for the protection of the health,
safety and welfare of the residents of the proposed
park and those in the vicinity of the proposed park.
In the event of any alleged violation of or noncom-
pliance with the provisions of this chapter or the
enactment of new or revised mobile home park
regulations and standards, the conditional use per-
mit may be continued, modified or revoked by the
City Council following a duly noticed public hear-
ing.

19.47.040 Mobile home park — Development,
health and safety standards.

The following regulations and conditions shall
be required for all mobile home parks located
within the City of Everson:

A. Each mobile home park shall have on file
with the City the names, addresses and telephone
numbers of all its operators. Each mobile home
park with five or more spaces shall have an on-site
manager in charge of day-to-day park operations.
Every mobile home park shall develop, print and
conspicuously post mobile home park rules to

ensure that tenants abide by the provisions of this
chapter and any additional rules of the mobile
home park operator. The mobile home park rules
shall include a requirement that each occupant
keep their space and the premises occupied thereby
free from rubbish, garbage and other refuse.

B. No littering of the mobile home park with
rubbish, garbage or other refuse shall be permitted.
Every person owning or operating a mobile home
park shall maintain such park and all permanent
equipment in connection therewith, in a clean and
sanitary condition and shall maintain the equip-
ment in a state of good repair.

C. The mobile home park operator shall pro-
vide marked solid waste containers for each mobile
home space or, in the alternative, shall provide
conveniently located common solid waste recepta-
cles for use by tenants. Solid waste receptacles, or
dumpsters, shall be securable, fly-tight, and of
capable of holding eight cubic feet per mobile
home space. The mobile home park operator shall
not permit the solid waste receptacles to become
foul smelling, unsightly, or breeding places for
flies, and shall provide disposal of all solid waste at
least weekly through the services of the solid waste
contractor of the City of Everson.

D. Each independent mobile home shall be
allotted at least 10,000 square feet of land space
with a frontage of at least 30 feet upon a public or
park street. Each mobile home shall be set back at
least 20 feet from public and park streets, and five
feet from all other mobile home space or lot lines.

E. Fires shall be made only in stoves or other
suitable equipment provided for that purpose.
Open fires shall not be permitted.

F. The mobile home park shall be equipped
with a water system complying with City standards
and connected to the City’s water system through a
single master meter, with all water charges paid by
the mobile home park operator. Each mobile home
space or lot shall be equipped with an independent
outside faucet and a direct connection device,
which can be shut-off separately. The direct con-
nection device shall be designed to prevent back-
flow or cross-connection during work, repair,
maintenance, or vacancy.

G. The mobile home park shall be equipped
with a sanitary sewer system complying with City
standards in EMC Title 13 and having a single con-
nection to the City’s sanitary sewer system, with all
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sewer charges paid by the mobile home park oper-
ator. Each mobile home space or lot shall be pro-
vided with its own side sewer and connection
device, which can be sealed separately. The con-
nection device shall be designed to prevent back-
flow or infiltration of water and/or debris during
work, repair, maintenance, or vacancy.

H. No additions may be built onto, attached to,
or become a part of any independent mobile home
except those complying with City and State codes.

I. Each mobile home space or lot shall be
equipped with a freestanding, securable storage
shed with at least 100 square feet of floor area.
Sheds or freestanding structures other than mobile
homes shall, unless screened by an approved fence
or plantings, be set back at least five feet from all
mobile home space or lot lines. In addition to the
storage shed, each mobile home space shall be pro-
vided with a patio of concrete, asphalt, flagstone or
other approved surface with minimum dimensions
of six feet in width and 20 feet in length.

J. No part of any mobile home park shall lie
within the area of special flood hazard identified
pursuant to Chapter 15.10 EMC. Each mobile
home park shall be located on a well-drained area
and the premises of every such mobile home park
shall be properly contoured and/or graded so as to
prevent the accumulation of storm or casual
waters. An approved storm sewer system shall con-
vey driveway and street runoff, storm and casual
surface waters to a proper off-site drainage channel
or repository. The storm sewer system shall be
designed and engineered to remove or collect for
removal any foreseeable contaminants.

K. Each mobile home park shall be provided
with sufficient street and area lighting; all public
water closets and laundry facilities shall be pro-
vided with sufficient lighting facilities, one or
more of which shall be kept energized from one-
half hour (30 minutes) after sunset to one-half hour
(30 minutes) before sunrise.

L. Each mobile home park shall be screened
from view from all adjacent streets and properties
by means of an ornamental fence, wall or hedge of
approved design and configuration.

M. The off-street parking required for each
mobile home space or lot by Chapter 19.39 EMC,
and any driveway to the park street, shall be paved
with concrete or asphalt. Driveways shall be at
least 20 feet in width and shall be designed to pre-

vent vehicles backing onto the park street. In addi-
tion to the parking required for each mobile home
space or lot, the park shall contain at least one
paved, common parking space for each three
mobile home spaces; provided, that the mobile
home park rules may reserve such spaces for guests
or visitors.

N. Each mobile home space in the park shall
front on a City or park street. All park streets shall
meet City construction standards for subdivisions,
including curb-to-curb paving, and six-inch curbs
and five-foot wide sidewalks on either side. Mobile
home space numbering and park street names shall
be subject to approval by the City.

O. Each mobile home space shall be serviced
by an available connection to telephone, CATV,
power, and natural gas. All such utilities shall be
undergrounded throughout the mobile home park.

P. Each mobile home park operator shall pro-
vide common laundry/sanitary facilities within the
park as required by the City of Everson. The facil-
ities shall be located in a proper utility building,
which building shall be kept clean and sanitary.
The laundry/sanitary facility shall be handicapped
accessible.

Q. If the mobile home park accommodates chil-
dren under 14 years of age, then there shall be pro-
vided a separate play area restricted to that use. At
least 100 square feet of play area shall be provided
per mobile home space; provided, that no such play
area, regardless of the number of mobile home
spaces, shall be less than 2,500 square feet. The
play area shall be protected by fences, or the equiv-
alent, at least 30 inches in height from all streets,
driveways and parking areas. [Ord. 449 § 1, 1993;
Ord. 123 Art. IV, 1971.]

19.47.050 Permit to operate mobile home or
recreational vehicle park.

A. It shall hereafter be unlawful for any person
or persons to operate a mobile home park or recre-
ational vehicle park within the City without a valid
permit to do so from the Washington State Director
of Health or the local health officer having jurisdic-
tion.

B. Any person violating any of the provisions
of this chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.
Each day that a violation is knowingly permitted to
exist shall constitute a separate offense.

A. It shall be unlawful to park a mobile home or
recreational vehicle on the streets of the City for a
period of over 24 hours whether attached to the
vehicle usually used to tow it or not.

B. No recreational vehicle may be parked on
the lot of an existing home for the purpose of occu-
pancy for a period of over 30 days unless by special
permission from the City Council.

The
City Council may prescribe such additional condi-
tions as the particular circumstances my require for
the protection of the health, safety and welfare of
the residents of the proposed park and those in the
vicinity of the proposed park. In the event of any
alleged violation of or noncompliance with the pro-
visions of this chapter or the enactment of new or
revised mobile home park regulations and stan-
dards, the conditional use permit may be contin-
ued, modified or revoked by the City Council
following a duly noticed public hearing. [Ord. 449
§ 1, 1993.]

19.47.080 Recreational vehicle park —
Development, health and safety
standards.

The following regulations and conditions shall
be required for all recreational vehicle parks
located within the City of Everson:

A. Each recreational vehicle park shall have on
file with the City the names, addresses and tele-
phone numbers of all its operators. Each recre-

ational vehicle shall have an on-site manager in
charge of day-to-day park operations. Every recre-
ational vehicle park shall develop, print and con-
spicuously post recreational vehicle park rules to
ensure that tenants abide by the provisions of this
chapter and any additional rules of the recreational
vehicle park operator. The park rules shall include
a requirement that each visitor keep their space and
the premises occupied thereby free from rubbish,
garbage and other refuse.

B. No littering of the recreational vehicle park
with rubbish, garbage or other refuse shall be per-
mitted. Every person owning or operating a recre-
ational vehicle park shall maintain such park and
all permanent equipment in connection therewith
in a clean and sanitary condition and shall maintain
the equipment in a state of good repair.

C. The recreational vehicle park operator shall
provide marked solid waste containers for each
recreational vehicle space or, in the alternative,
shall provide conveniently located common solid
waste receptacles for use by visitors. Solid waste
receptacles, or dumpsters, shall be securable, fly-
tight, and of capable of holding eight cubic feet per
recreational vehicle space. The recreational vehicle
park operator shall not permit the solid waste
receptacles to become foul smelling, unsightly, or
breeding places for flies, and shall provide disposal
of all solid waste at least weekly through the ser-
vices of the solid waste contractor of the City of
Everson.

D. Each independent recreational vehicle shall
be allotted at least 1,000 square feet of land space
with a frontage of at least 15 feet upon a park street.
Each recreational vehicle shall be set back at least
10 feet from public and park streets, and five feet
from all other recreational vehicle space lines.

E. Fires shall be made only in stoves or other
suitable pits or barbecues provided for that pur-
pose. Open fires shall not be permitted.

F. The recreational vehicle park shall be
equipped with a water system complying with City
standards and connected to the City’s water system
through a single master meter, with all water
charges paid by the recreational vehicle park oper-
ator. Each recreational vehicle space faucet or
direct connection device, shall be capable of shut-
off and shall be designed to prevent backflow or
cross-connection during work, repair, mainte-
nance, or vacancy. Faucets shall be available
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within 100 feet of each recreational vehicle spaces
not having its own faucet.

G. The recreational vehicle park shall be
equipped with a sanitary sewer system complying
with City standards in EMC Title 13 and having a
single connection to the City’s sanitary sewer sys-
tem, with all sewer charges paid by the recreational
vehicle park operator. Each recreational vehicle
space provided with its own side sewer and con-
nection device must be capable of being sealed
separately and designed to prevent backflow or
infiltration of water and/or debris during work,
repair, maintenance, or vacancy.

H. Each recreational vehicle space or lot shall
be graded level in an area equal to the largest
dimension of recreational vehicle to be accommo-
dated.

I. Each recreational vehicle park shall be
located on a well-drained area and the premises of
every such recreational vehicle park shall be prop-
erly contoured and/or graded so as to prevent the
accumulation of storm or casual waters. Any storm
sewer system shall convey driveway and street run-
off, storm and casual surface waters to a proper off-
site drainage channel or repository. Any such
storm sewer system shall be designed and engi-
neered to remove or collect for removal any fore-
seeable contaminants.

J. Each recreational vehicle park shall be pro-
vided with sufficient street and area lighting; all
public water closets and laundry facilities shall be
provided with sufficient lighting facilities, one or
more of which shall be kept energized from one-
half hour (30 minutes) after sunset to one-half hour
(30 minutes) before sunrise.

K. Each recreational vehicle park shall be
screened from view from all adjacent streets and
properties by means of an ornamental fence, wall
or hedge of approved design and configuration.

L. All off-street parking for each recreational
vehicle space, and any driveway to the park street,
shall be paved with concrete or asphalt, or compact
crushed gravel. Driveways shall be at least 10 feet
in width. In addition to the parking required for
each recreational vehicle space or lot, the park shall
contain at least one paved, common parking space
for each 10 recreational vehicle spaces; provided,
that the recreational vehicle park rules may reserve
such spaces for guests or visitors.

M. Each recreational vehicle park utilities shall
be undergrounded throughout the recreational
vehicle park.

N. The recreational vehicle park operator shall
provide sanitary facilities within the park as
required by the plumbing code of the City. The
facilities shall be located in a proper utility build-
ing, which building shall be kept clean and sani-
tary. Sanitary facilities shall be provided at the
ratio of one water closet for every 15 persons of
each sex, one wash basin with hot and cold water
for each two water closets, one bath tub or shower
for every 20 persons and one laundry tray for each
20 recreational vehicle spaces. A minimum of one
water closet and one wash basin and one tub or
shower shall be provided for each gender. Such
required sanitary facilities shall be based on the
total park capacity and shall be computed on the
basis of a minimum of three persons to each recre-
ational vehicle with the genders being assumed
equal in number.

O. If the recreational vehicle park accommo-
dates children under 14 years of age, then there
shall be provided a separate play area restricted to
that use. At least 100 square feet of play area shall
be provided per recreational vehicle space; pro-
vided, that no such play area, regardless of the
number of recreational vehicle spaces, shall be less
than 2,500 square feet. The play area shall be pro-
tected by fences, or the equivalent, at least 30
inches in height from all streets, driveways and
parking areas. [Ord. 449 § 1, 1993.]
